Playing conditions for the ACA North v South fixture

12
Match
1- Match length: 

The match shall be scheduled to be of 3 days’ duration and will commence on Friday March 8th and end on Sunday March 10th. 
2- Hours of play – Intervals
Hours of play shall be as follows: on each of the first two days 11.00 am - 6.15pm, or after 96 overs have been bowled, whichever is later; on the third day 11.00 am to 5.15 pm from which point there shall be a further hour’s play of at least 20 overs. Where there is a change of innings at any time during a day’s play, 2 overs shall be deducted from the maximum number of overs to be bowled for each change, unless such a change should occur during an interval or interruption in play. In an uninterrupted day, no play shall take place after 6:45 pm (irrespective of the starting time) except to complete an over in progress at that time, unless a batsman is out or retires, either within 2 minutes of, or after that time. Any overs not bowled by this time are lost. The minimum number of overs remaining to be bowled in the day shall be shown on the scoreboard. 
In the event of play being suspended for 30 minutes or more on the first or second day by reason of the weather or ground conditions, at the umpires discretion, the actual playing time lost shall be made good by extending the scheduled closing time on that same day or starting early the next day, subject to a total maximum of 30 minutes.  For all such interruptions on the third day, the last hour shall commence up to 30 minutes later, to take into account the lost time.

In the event of a delay to the start, or suspension of play, caused by serious injury to a player, or by other external events unconnected with the weather or ground conditions, the umpires shall, at their discretion, have the power to extend the time for close of play by an amount equal to that lost by the suspension but not beyond the cut off time referred to elsewhere. This provision, which applies equally to any day of a three day match, shall apply only where the suspension of play (for any one incident) amounts to 5 minutes or more. The umpires having decided upon such an extension of play shall inform both captains, the scorers and the Ground Authority. 
Play may finish on the final day at up to 30 minutes earlier than the scheduled time for cessation by mutual agreement of the captains or, in the absence of such agreement, on the authority of the umpires.
The Lunch Interval shall be of 55 minutes duration and shall be taken at 1.00 pm or at the conclusion of the over in progress at that time. Law 15.6 will be applied if an innings ends or there is an interruption when 10 minutes or less remain before the agreed time for lunch.
The Tea Interval shall be of 20 minutes duration and shall be taken at 3:55 pm or at the conclusion of the over in progress at that time. Law 15.7 shall be applied if an innings ends when 30 minutes or less remains before the agreed time for tea.  Law 15.8 shall be applied if 9 wickets are already down when 2 minutes remain to the agreed time for tea, which will be delayed for up to 30 minutes.
The timing of the lunch and/or tea intervals may be varied by the umpires owing to the weather or the state of the ground. Where any intervals are rearranged the umpires shall give priority to ensuring that the sessions of play are as near equal as is practicable.

Five minutes before the start of play and before the end of an interval, the umpires shall go on to the field of play.  The players shall follow immediately.  

Law 15.9 - Intervals for Drinks - shall apply with the addition that individual drinks may be brought to the edge of the field at other times provided that there is no time wasting.
3- New Ball: The captain of the fielding side shall choose a new ball from a selection provided and shall have the choice of taking a new ball after 70 overs have been bowled with the old one.
A wet ball may only be dried with a towel.
4- Over rates: 5 penalty runs will be applied for each over less than the minimum 16 overs per hour a team will be required to bowl during a full innings of its opposing side at bat or during a full day´s play whichever is applicable.   
5- Umpires and Scorers: The Argentine Cricket Officials Association (ACOA) will appoint the two umpires to stand to control the game a third umpire to act as a reserve. In addition a scorer will officiate on each days play. 
6-Penalty runs: Umpires shall apply 10 penalty runs for any dissent (verbal, gestual or otherwise) to their decisions or for any misbehaviour of any player on or off the field of play (special attention to swearing will be monitored) throughout the duration of the match. The umpires shall inform the captain of the fielding side immediately and the captain of the batting side as soon as possible, as the case may be. The scorers shall be informed immediately in order to adjust the run target accordingly. 
7- Disciplinary measures: Any offences committed by any player under the Code of Conduct which may require further disciplinary action shall be referred by the umpires and the third umpire to the match referee.  The match referee shall conduct a hearing with the player involved after the game and shall apply sanctions in accordance with the Code of Conduct. His decision may be ratified (or not) at the next ACA committee meeting.
